
JEWISH POPULATION IN JUDEA AND SAMARIA  
JAN 10, 07. The Jewish population in Judea and Samaria grew by nearly 6% in 
2006. According to figures released by the Interior Ministry, there were 268,379 
Israelis living in the 126 Jewish communities in Judea and Samaria at the end of 
2006, compared with 253,748 in 2005. The figures did not indicate how many of the 
additional residents were children born in the communities. 
  

GAZA TERRORISTS SEEK TO USE KATYUSHAS 

JAN 8, 07.  A number of Palestinian terror cell members have recently left the Gaza 
Strip and traveled abroad to learn how to manufacture and effectively launch short-
range Katyusha rockets with an estimated range of over 35 kilometers, high-ranking 
defense officials told The Jerusalem Post.  
While the Kassam has been the Israel Army’s immediate focus, a high-ranking 
defense official said that it was necessary to begin preparing for the possibility that 
the Palestinian terror organizations in the Gaza Strip would also soon obtain rockets 
with even longer ranges than that of the Katyusha.  – Jerusalem Post 
  

ISRAEL GRANTS LICENSE TO CHRISTIAN TV CHANNEL 
Daystar Television Network, which owns and operates 50 television stations across the 
United States, will be the first Christian network to broadcast into every home in 
Israel with 100% Christian content.

According to 
details provided to the media, Daystar can now be seen in Israel on the HOT Cable 
System on channel 98. That is a strategic placement, next to the Knesset Channel on 
channel 99.
